Application for Grant Writing Assistance

BACKGROUND

The mission of the HealthPath Foundation of Ohio (HPFO) is to advance the health of underserved Ohioans.  The Foundation is making available a limited number of grants to cover grant writing expenses to assist eligible organizations located in HPFO’s 36-county service area that are applying for HRSA’s Health Center New Access Points (NAP) grant funding to support the development and expansion of Federally Qualified Health Centers (FQHC) (Announcement Number HRSA-11-017 issued August 9, 2010 and due November 17, 2010).

GRANT PROGRAM DESCRIPTION

Objective:  Help eligible organizations pursue competitive federal government grant opportunities related to new or expanded FQHCs by providing small grants to assist with grant writing expenses.  

Funding Availability:  Applicants may request up to $5,000.  Applications will be reviewed on a competitive basis.  

Eligibility:  Applicant organizations must be located in the HealthPath Foundation of Ohio service area and fall into one of three categories:

· A currently-designated FQHC or FQHC-LA;

· A 501(c)(3) nonprofit organization that currently provides health care services, or;

· A public entity such as a county, city, or local public health department.

Use of Funds:  Funds must be used to cover expenses associated with grant application consulting services for the NAP grant opportunity noted above. Disbursement of funds will be based on provision of vendor invoices detailing time spent on the grant proposal.  Internal personnel costs are not eligible for funding.
Criteria for Selection:  Description of a proposed project that will address the needs of underserved Ohioans residing within HPFO’s service area; demonstrated capacity to deliver the services; and probability of success of the grant application.
